THE CROSS AT CALVARY AL

Dearly beloved in Christ,
Blessings and Greetings to you all.

We are passing through the second half of the Great Lent season, in which we are obliged
to meditate the divine act of our Lord Jesus Christ and identify with his passion, crucifixion
and resurrection. To remind and recall this objective we have installed the Holy Cross in the
center of the Church. The Cross at Calvary and salvation through it are the special plans of
God for the sake of his creation. It is the supreme manifestation of God’s love and mercy
towards His creation. We read in St. John 3:16 “God so loved the world that He gave His
only begotten Son that whoever believes in Him should not perish, but have eternal life”.
St. Paul teaches that by His abundant and undefinable love, God himself gave up all divine
powers and authorities, emptied Himself and came in the likeness of man. (Philip. 2:7). It is
also written that “God shows His own love towards us in that while we were still sinners,
Christ died for us”. (Romans 5: 8).

The true spirit for observing Lent and Fasting are fading now a days. Most of us wish to
follow an easy and comfortable spiritual methodology to attain divine blessings. We do not
keep an awareness about the equal importance of our biological, spiritual and eternal life,
the three forms of our life in which we believe. The observance of Holy Lent is a spiritual
therapy for the wellbeing of our holistic personality. A deep longing and sincere desire for
God’s intervention in our personal life is possible through the observance of Lent. Fasting
purifies our mind, controls our passions and senses and enable us to check our emotions.
Lent and fasting are inevitable for the attainment of close mental and physical proximity
with God.

In our Eastern Church tradition there is a saying that “Fasting is feasting with God”. The Lent
and Fasting sustain us in God’s communion and through which we attain divine grace and
enlightenment. The honor of Fasting consists not in abstinence from food, but in withdraw-
ing from sinful practices. “He who limits his fasting only to an abstinence from meals is one
who disparages the Lent” says St. John, the Chrysostom.

Reconciliation with God and fellow beings are the keys for attaining divine mercy and kind-
ness. Our Father in heaven forgives us freely but we must be aware that it is at the cost of
His blood poured out on the Cross at Calvary. For us this Lenten period is the time of re
dedication and transformation. Try our level best to eliminate the vices which engulfed the
present world and our life situations. We must admit our shortcomings, follies through a
self-evaluation process and beseech God “Lord grant me a clean heart, renew your stead-
fast spirit in me”. Holy Confession is a spiritual bath to clean our inner being, which is the
dwelling place of the Holy Spirit. It is the renewal of our Baptismal Covenant in which we
renounce Satan and accept Lord Jesus Christ. By this sacrament we attain a renewed
spiritual personality as St. Paul taught “I have been crucified with Christ, it is no longer | who
live, but Christ lives in me”. (Galatians 2:20). Believe that our Lord is so proud and happy
about a sinner who repents and reach back to Him. The spirit of pardon, reconciliation and
repentance are being taken part in our sacrament of Holy Confession. Bible says if we
confess our sins, God is faithful and just, He will forgive our sins and cleanse us from all
impurities. (1 John 1:9). There is no need for us to carry on our sins and burdens any longer,
come to the feet of the Cross at Calvary and attain pardon and atonement to proceed for a
worthy and victorious life. “Let us come boldly un to the throne of
Grace, with a sincere heart, in full assurance of faith, having our hearts
sprinkled to cleanse us from a guilty conscience and having our bodies
washed with pure water”. (Heb. 10:22).

May the observance of our Lord’s passion, crucifixion and resurrection
enable us to attain divine blessings for a worthy and victorious life in
this earth.

Choose What Is Good

Choosing is a process of selecting or picking up something in our daily life.
That may be philosophies, policies, beliefs or other things which compro-
mise our interests and policies and may subject to our decision-making
process. When we are facing a decision-making phase about which direc-
tion to go with our lives, many are not sure how to choose a path to
pursue. Making a decision means taking a risk. We may fear not succeed-
ing, experiencing disapproval from others or being ultimately disappoint-
ed by our choice. Mahatma Gandhi asked politicians to “Recall the face of
the poorest and weakest man you have seen, and ask yourself if this step
you contemplate is going to be any use to him.” So choosing something is
very important and should be done with utmost care.

Choosing is a courageous step to exhibit our determination and personality.
Because it is not just selecting something from alternatives but also it’s a
bold step to reject something which won’t help us or benefit us. As a
Christian we are supposed to reject worldly things and we must ignore
various alternatives provided by the world. It is important to discern
things according to our convictions. We should identify that strong belief
in the God almighty as a significant factor to accepting God’s wisdom. You
must recognize the fact that God wants to communicate his wisdom with
us. Proverbs 4:18 says: “The path of the righteous is like the first gleam of
dawn, shining ever brighter till the full light of day.” God’s direction in our
decision will become clearer. Even if we are immersed with various
factors in the secular world, it is important to choose things in the light of
our faith and cultural legacy. True goodness is divine. When a young ruler
addressed Christ with an idle as “good teacher” (Mark 10:17), Christ
answered the man with the reminder that “no one is good but God
alone.” Every virtue that inspires and illuminates us may connect our lives
to divinity.

Exercise of freewill

Choosing ‘what is good’ always depends upon the decision we make on
choices. The greatest gift from above to humankind is free will and
freedom to act. By giving humankind His image and likeness (Gen. 1.26),
God gave to Adam free will. It is the ability to choose between good and
evil. We may feel that commandments and rules may limit our freedom.
Even though God commanded Adam to not eat of the one tree, Adam
and Eve did actually eat from the tree. God never forced Adam to do
anything or prevented him from anything. God will never force us either.
We have the free will to choose between good and evil as well, the ability
to choose God or not to choose God. It is our responsibility to exercise the
freedom responsibly. It is our decision whether to open the door or not
when Christ knocks.

Obedience and Choosing of Good

Saint Paul wrote: "For as by one man's disobedience many were made
sinners, so also by one Man's obedience many will be made righteous"
(Romans 5:19). As we have seen earlier, God has given us free will and we
can make decisions according to our free will, but as a Christian, we must
make our choices in relation with God and in obedience with his
commandments. We need to keep in mind that the choices we make
define us. We must open our minds to the Word of God. Our choices
reveal to whom do we belong. Jesus said “No man can serve two
masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will
hold to the one, and despise the other. He cannot serve God and
mammon.” (Matthew 6.24) So, at first we have to choose to whom we
belong to and then we should obey the principles. Obedience is a choice.
God has given us a freedom in Christ. We should fully commit ourselves
to Him and His authority. The choice to obey is ours.

Abraham is an example of the role that obedience plays in God’s plan of
salvation. In obeying God by faith, Abraham acted according to God’s
revelation. He made all choices in an obedient relation with God. Saint
Mary, Mother of God is another good example for obedience. She chose
the Word of God by saying: "May it be to me as you have said." (Luke
1:38). Her faith and obedience was obviously deep enough for her to
offer herself as a willing servant. Saint Irenaeus says that, by her obedi-
ence the Divine Mother repaired the evil done by Eve's disobedience: "As
Eve, by her disobedience, caused her own death and that of the whole
human race, so did the Virgin Mary, by her obedience, become the cause
of her own salvation and of that of all mankind." We can find lots of
personalities in the Holy Bible who enriched themselves with good choic-
es in an obedient relationship with God.

Humility and Choosing of good

The word ‘humility’ derives from the Latin roots ‘humus’ or ‘humilis’
which can be translated as humble, ‘grounded,” or ‘from the earth.” The
overall meaning of humility is referred to the ground. Humility is the
genuine practice of putting others first. It is choosing the way of peace
and reconciliation. In Genesis we can see how Abram chose the good
portion in his life. It is written that (13:8-9): “So Abram said to Lot, ‘Let’s
not have any quarreling between you and me, or between your herders
and mine, for we are close relatives. Is not the whole land before you?
Let’s part company. If you go to the left, I'll go to the right; if you go to
the right, I'll go to the left.” This text sets a good example for us on how
to ‘choose the good’. Humility is known as the “mother of all virtues,”
and pride is known as “the cause of all sin.” The wise and honest person
is the one who chooses to always be humble. The Early Church fathers
observed humility as the means of following Christ. They believed that
only through humility can we follow Christ; it is only through humility
that we can overcome sin; and it is only through humility that we can
continue and be perfected in Christ. Let us observe humility and be
prepared for choosing the ‘good portion’.

Contemplative Nature and Choosing of Good

“But the lord answered, ‘Martha, Martha,” he said, ‘you worry and fret
about so many things and yet few are needed...” Jesus demands here a
contemplative nature from Martha. It is very important to listen to
what Jesus is teaching us. When we are in church, we must listen to the
prayers and chanting. We should pay utmost attention to the liturgical
services as if we are in front of the God Almighty. We should leave
everything else aside and pay attention. It should be the same at home
when we read the Bible and pray with our parents. When we compare
ourselves to Mary and Martha, who do we identify with?

Digital Media and Choosing of Good

In this era of the digital culture, electronic media has dramatically
changed the media landscape by tethering users to their devices and
changing the ways in which they behave around technology. People
connected to the network via mobile electronic devices can create
virtual space in which they function and interact with others without
being physically present. This phenomenon distracts contemplative
nature of humanity. Media and technologies are considered as ‘gifts of
God’, but it is our duty to be wise and selective in the usage of these
devices. Media experts say that, media multitasking occurs when users
engage in other activities while engaging other activities. Due to the
increase in the number of platforms and devices, people can access
multiple media sources. The simultaneous use of multiple media sourc-
es diminishes the quality of the information that is being processed. It is
same as in the situation of Martha: ‘we are worrying and fret about so
many things.” We should always keep in mind that while we associate
multitasking with the feeling of enjoying other media sources while
working or studying, it will lead to less productive work. Let us choose
ourselves to be Masters of technology and not as its Slaves.

Fr. Lawrence Farley, a renowned scholar and author of many books,
points out various challenges in the modern world. According to him,
we help our children to discriminate as well, training them to know
instinctively what is worthy of praise and what is worthy of blame. The
paths of wisdom and folly are not usually clearly marked in our day, and
the path of folly which leads to death often looks superficially like the
path of wisdom. A solid education therefore will not simply teach
children reading, writing, and arithmetic, but also the even more valua-
ble skills of discerning between virtue and vice.
